1 Introduction

McGregor (2025) identified nine consumer education trends, but learning consumer
education in extracurricular contexts was not one of them — thus making this special-
issue ahead of its time. This narrative review is about how extracurricular contexts can
be useful (beneficial) for learning consumer education. In a narrative review, research-
ers accumulate and synthesize the literature to demonstrate the value of a particular
point of view. To make their point, researchers can selectively ignore or limit the at-
tention paid to certain studies. There are no findings per se but rather an accounting of
main ideas garnered from the analytical synthesis of myriad bodies of literature (Paré
& Kitsiou, 2017).
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
